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Ectodermal Dysplasia

1. hypohidrotic—hypodontia
(absence of teeth), hypohidrosis
(reduction of sweat glands),
hypotrichosis (fine, sparse blonde
hair), dysmorphic facial features

2. hydrotic—affects craniofacial,
oral, and general physical development

Oral manifestations

* anomalies in number and shape of teeth
+ calcification of enamel

+ abnormal eruption patterns

* unusual alveolar ridge height and width

+ altered salivary secrefions

Patient's initial assessment—health history,
intra- and extraoral examinations, dental md'iogmphs‘.‘-
Early intervention imperative..dental professionals
must be aware of physical and oral manifestations
and ramifications of ectodermal dysplasia.
